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Increasing Opportunities for Students with Disabilities 
 

Today, USAID launched the Project for e-Accessible Education to increase 

opportunities for students with disabilities by fostering the use of assistive 

information technology in instruction as a tool for gaining better education and 

inclusion of students with disabilities in regular classes.
