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 Career Corner Opens for Primary Students  

 

The USAID Primary Education Project today opened a Career Corner at Blaze Koneski 

Primary School in Veles Municipality to enhance career education with career 

information and materials for both teachers and students. This is one of six primary 

school Career Corners that USAID will pilot in different municipalities in Macedonia to 

help students become aware of the relationships between school and employment, 

and the relevance of their learning.  
 

Exposing students to career education can help them pursue their ideal jobs, as well 

as learn about different career opportunities and how these relate to their strengths, 

weaknesses and interests.  This will help students and their parents to make informed 

choices at key stages in their education, including the selection of elective subjects in 

secondary school; high school vs. vocational school; whether to pursue a degree 

program; and appropriate employment priorities. 

 

In addition to information about future educational opportunities and different 

careers, the Career Corner will provide students with career counseling and 

assessments to help identify personal interests, values and skills.  For parents, the 

Corners will have information such as parent guides, and will provide individual 

counseling upon request.
