The project will be implemented in five regions: Skopje, Polog,
Eastern Macedonia, Vardar and South East region.

USAID worldwide is increasing
funding to local organizations to build their capacity and ensure their sustainability
over the long term. USAID Macedonia has, in fact, increased the amount going to
Macedonian NGOs from $700,000 in fiscal year 2010 to $3.4 million in fiscal year
2011. We plan to continue increasing this amount over the next few years.
